This seeds of false doctrine had been planted by the false teachers, and many were already discouraged and had developed a sluggish lifestyle. The Apostle Paul wrote this letter as an encouragement, to correct the wrong doctrine on rapture and the day of the Lord, rebuke the perverted attitudes 
“Now we request you, brethren, with regard to the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ and our gathering together to Him that you not be quickly shaken from your composure or be disturbed either by a spirit or a message or a letter as if from us, to the effect that the day of the Lord has come. Let no one in any way deceive you, for it will not come unless  the apostasy comes first, and the man of lawlessness is revealed, the son of destruction. who opposes and exalts himself above every so-called god or object of worship, so that he takes his seat in the temple of God, displaying himself as being God. Do you not remember that while I was still with you, I was telling you these things?

 For the mystery of lawlessness is already at work; only he who now restrains will do so until he is taken out of the way. Then that lawless one will be revealed whom the Lord will slay with the breath of His mouth and bring to an end by the appearance of His coming; that is, the one whose coming is in accord with the activity of Satan, with all power and signs and false wonders,  and with all the deception of wickedness for those who perish, because they did not receive the love of the truth so as to be saved. For this reason God will send upon them a deluding influence so that they will believe what  is false, in order that they all may be judged who did not believe the truth, but took pleasure in wickedness” (2Thessalonians 2:1-13 NASB)
Today, any one can be tempted to, not only believe that we are closer to rapture, but we are in the tribulation period. Personally, I do not believe we are in tribulation period yet, but quite close to the beginning of Daniel’s 70th week. 
The church should seriously be preparing to welcome the departed saints, and join together in meeting the Lord Jesus Christ in the clouds. The intensified challenges: Heightened persecution of Christians in the Muslim world, global economic turn down, escalation of crime, blatant corruption, sexual abuse etc., are nothing but a wake-up call. 
There is an urgency in rising up to dress the bride, prepare her cosmetics and perfumes for a grand wedding to take place in sky soon. Every minister of the gospel in their respective calling, gifting and anointing should rise up to the challenge rather than bask in the leadership glory for the sake of it.

I have faced formidable forces of resistance and contrary winds, but as they word says, “From the days of John the Baptist, the kingdom faces violence, and the violent take it by faith.”
